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I had a 1962 Cadillac convertible 20 years ago, sold it, and never got over missing it. So, |
put a search inquiry on eBay, and over a period of two years, this one finally showed up as
being an original owner vehicle, with only 60,000 miles on it. I purchased it sight unseen,
because the pictures and documentation were so good. The car was in storage for about 30
years, and yet the chrome inside and out is in near perfect shape. It has the original top, in-
terior, paint, engine and transmission. When I purchased the car, I went through making it
safe and reliable which took some time because the fuel system had various unusual inter-
mittent problems. The engine had a lot of lifter noises, and the car would stall out and leave
you stranded. A little Rosoline in the oil got rid of 98% of the noises, and after merging two
carburetors together to get one good one, I was able to have an excellent running engine
that now runs as smooth as a sewing machine. I’m in the process of upholstering the seats
replacing the carpet and painting the outside over the next year. It’s never going to be a
frame off restoration, it’s going to be a good looking street driver. I’m in process of driving
to North Carolina to where I can remove a complete air conditioning system from a donor
car because that’s what Cadillac should have, air-conditioning. Driving this car reminds me
of the best days of America, and I have fond memories of cruising with my childhood
friend’s parents around town, thinking, wow so this is what the Cadillac life is like. I can
picture driving with Howard Hughes back in the day.
